Jack Herranen is a native son of Appalachia now living in the Andes Mountains of Bolivia.  Jack’s music draws connections between the two regions.  He has recorded several acclaimed CDs of labor songs and also original compositions, and has performed at venues around the U.S. as well as locally, including WDVX’s Blue Plate Special.  Jack performs as a solo artist and also as part of the alternative acoustic band, the Ninth Ward Conspiracy.

According to Wayne Bledsoe (Knoxville News Sentinel, 8/26/2007), “Much of Herranen’s work is focused on celebrating and preserving indigenous cultures and working with poorer people to assert their rights.  He sees many similarities between the poor people of Appalachia and the Andes. Both live in places where mountain resources were viewed by outsiders as something simply to exploit (mining takes place in both the Andes and the Appalachians) and local culture was, until recently, dismissed.  Music has sometimes provided an opening between the cultures. Herranen has translated the songs of Appalachian artists Hazel Dickens and Florence Reese, as well as master songwriter Woody Guthrie, into Spanish in order to perform them for South American audiences.”
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
